Production Numbers

For 2016, 30-84 volunteers donate their time each month to process eyeglasses at our LERC.

We currently have 46 trained lensometer technicians on our “Active” list.
They read the prescriptions on hundreds of eyeglasses monthly, with an average error rate under 1%.

Prescriptions include an average of 82%o single-vision glasses, 4% multi-vision, and 14%o progressives.

These numbers are tracked and reviewed monthly by our staff members so our QA team can be
assured that the NWLERC continues to produce the quality product we’re know for!
